	Making a Tour in Google Earth



	Definitions and Clarifications:

1. A Google Earth Tour is really a folder full of “placemarks.”

2. The Tour can be played, and the user can control the settings of the tour (pauses, speed, etc.).

3. A placemark is a “pushpin” on the map. When you click on the pushpin or icon, a balloon will open up. It is possible to include text, photos, and links in the balloon. See handout called “7 steps to Create a Placemark.”

4. Drag and rearrange the placemarks in the folder to rearrange the order of the tour.

5. Share the tour by highlighting the folder, then click on File, Save, Save Place. You are exporting your tour as a KMZ file.



	To begin…

1. Highlight “My Places,” then go to Add, New Folder:



	Give your Tour a Name:




	2. Go to a place on your tour. Remember that you can rearrange them later.

View your place from the angle and direction you wish to have on your tour.

Tip: Don’t always look at places from the South.

	3. If you put the entire link in the placemark, it will work, but won’t look as clean.  For example, you could copy the following URL in your placemark to link to an article about Shoeless Joe Jackson…

http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Shoeless_Joe_Jackson

However, it would be much cleaner to do the following:

<a href=”http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Shoeless_Joe_Jackson”>Shoeless Joe Jackson</a>

What appears in the placemark is Shoeless Joe Jackson.  Users can click on the underlined word and be taken to the article.



	4. To add a picture to your balloon, locate the image on the web and then copy the url.

Local -  <img src=“c:\some folder\image.jpg”>

You can share local images only if you save your file as a KMZ file.



	To Share your Folder (Tour)

Control Click (or right click) on the Folder, Save as…

It will save your tour as a KMZ file.
